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“The NV Pedro Ximénez Solera 1927 (L1 190) is deep 
amber-hued and delivers a powerful nose of ripe 

plums, caramelized �gs, toffee, espresso roast, and 
white chocolate that opens up beautifully with time in 
the glass. This carries to a powerful, decadent monster 

of a dessert wine that has balancing acidity, terri�c
overall balance, and a �nish that won't quit. 

It's a standalone (maybe with a cigar) dessert wine 
that will probably live forever.”
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
